Addendum 1

Andrew McConney—Summary

Dr. Andrew McConney is newly appointed Assistant Professor in the Division of Educational Studies, College of Education at Florida Gulf Coast University. Professor McConney is strongly experienced in educational research, program and personnel evaluation, and assessment, and will teach graduate educational research methods and undergraduate assessment and action research. From 1995‑2001, prior to his appointment at Florida Gulf Coast University, McConney was Associate Research Professor at Teaching Research Division, Western Oregon University, and along with Mark Schalock, led the development of the Evaluation and Research Group (ERGO) within Teaching Research.

As an evaluator, Dr. McConney was project director and principal evaluator for the 4‑year external evaluation of the Structure of Intellect Model Schools Program, mandated by the Oregon Legislature, to determine the efficacy of the SOI program for Oregon’s students. In addition, Dr. McConney is team leader and co‑principal evaluator on an ERGO sub‑contract to Westat for the final evaluation of improvements in the Baltimore City Public School System (BCPSS) under the New Board of School Commissioners, as mandated by the Maryland legislature. In this project, ERGO is charged with the areas of Teacher & Principal Professional Development, Performance Evaluation, and Recruitment & Retention. Dr. McConney was also co‑principal evaluator for the 21st Century Community Schoolhouse, a new charter high school in Salem, Oregon. McConney has also been co‑principal evaluator on the Oregon Department of Education’s five-year Character Education pilot program for Oregon K-12 students, and co‑director of the 2000 Evaluation of the Oregon Forestry Education Program, funded by the Oregon Forest Resources Institute.

As an educational researcher, Dr. McConney co‑directed the Teacher Effectiveness Project‑Phase II, a foundation‑funded project that over four years asks the question “Does the nature of teacher preparation make a difference in the practice and beliefs of new teachers, and in the quantity and quality of their students’ learning?” The aim of this project is to better understand, and thereby enhance, beginning teachers’ effectiveness in promoting student learning in the context of a standards‑based design for schooling.

Professor McConney has designed and taught courses on research methods and assessment and evaluation, including authentic performance assessment, and has worked with teacher education programs, school districts, and a community foundation to design assessments for gauging and improving the effectiveness of both programs and teachers. Prior to his work in Oregon, Dr. McConney directed the Cross-Cutting Theory Project of the federally‑funded, national Center for Research on Educational Accountability and Teacher Evaluation (CREATE) at Western Michigan University’s Evaluation Center.

Dr. McConney’s work has been published in the Journal of Personnel Evaluation in Education, Journal of Teacher Education, Studies in Educational Evaluation, Journal of Research in Science Teaching, and Science Education, and in the recent books Evaluating Teaching: A Guide to Current Thinking and Best Practice and Environmental Issues for the 21st Century: International and Interdisciplinary Perspectives. McConney has made more than 35 presentations at regional, national, and international conferences. In addition, Professor McConney led the development of the Teacher Evaluation Kit, a CD-ROM resource that provides step‑by‑step guidance for designing and/or assessing teacher evaluation systems. Dr. McConney recently served two terms on the board of directors of the Consortium for Research on Educational Accountability and Teacher Evaluation, has been a member of the Ad Hoc Advisory Committee on Multicultural Assessment for Western Oregon’s Education Evaluation Center, and served on Western Oregon’s Human Subjects Institutional Review Board.

This summative evaluation examines the changes—and the effects of those changes—that have taken place in Teacher & Principal Professional Development, Performance Evaluation, and Recruitment & Retention as a result of Maryland Senate Bill 795 (1997). The evaluation employs a mixed‑method approach including extensive document review, surveys, and focus group and individual (key informant) interviews.

Cross‑Cutting Theory was a component project of the national, federally funded Center for Research on Educational Accountability and Teacher Evaluation (CREATE) directed by Prof. Daniel L. Stufflebeam. As project director, I led a 3-year, integrative effort to use the findings and materials from CREATE’s major programs (teacher evaluation, administrator evaluation, school evaluation) to develop a conceptually unified model of educational personnel evaluation. The project also produced practical derivative materials; for instance, an electronic Teacher Evaluation Kit (CD-ROM) that provides step‑by‑step guidance to assessing and/or designing a teacher evaluation system, based on the evaluation standards of the Joint Committee on Standards for Educational Evaluation. The Kit is intended for school professionals, teacher educators, and other educational evaluation stakeholders.
