The notes and exercises in the workbook are designed to be a study aid for you for this class.  Workbooks will be available after the end of the semester for students to pick up if they choose. CHAPTER NOTES WILL CONSIST OF 

A short summary (one to four sentences, using the boldfaced vocabulary words) of each of the sections of the assigned text chapters.

USE THE FOLLOWING EXAMPLE:

CHAPTER 2 SECTION 2.4: Atoms consist of protons, neutrons, and electrons


Summary: Protons, neutrons and electrons make up atoms.  The number of protons determines the atomic number.  Protons plus neutrons in the nucleus determine mass number, also called atomic weight.  Isotopes have the same number of protons, but different neutrons.  Radioactive isotopes decay spontaneously, giving off energy and particles.

Keep Concept Diagrams with the Chapter notes for each Chapter.

PART 2: EXERCISES 

Several exercises will be worked on in class or as take-home assignments.  These will be discussed in class, and may or may not be collected during the semester.  All exercises must be included in the workbook to receive full credit.
