
Reflect on the following case study.

Situation:

Twenty-two-year old Kevin Donaldson complained of strange odors prior to loss of consciousness and major tonic-clonic seizure. During the seizure he lost bladder and bowel control, and his roommate rushed him to the Emergency Department (ED) at a local hospital. On arrival at the ED, he appeared to be asleep. No neurological signs associated with focal areas of the brain were found.

Studies at the hospital showed routine laboratory work within normal limits (WNL), lumbar puncture (CSF) – WNL, no evidence of skull fracture on x-ray, and an EEG showed no increase or decrease in the size and frequency of voltage function.
