Coordinates the activities of groups of muscles, maintains equilibrium, controls posture.

Conscious recognition of crude pain, temperature, and touch; relays sensory impulses except smell to cerebrum; emotions; arousal mechanism; complex reflex movements.

Links nervous system to endocrine system; coordinates ANS; controls body temperature, hunger, thirst, and sleep.



Voluntary control of skeletal muscles, unconscious skeletal movement, speaking and writing.

Interpretation of odor and sound.
