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Time Line of Landfills

3000BC-
The first recorder landfill sites were created where waste was placed in large pits and covered with earth materials at various levels. 

1297AD-
Most waste is burned on household open fires.

1348-

The black plague sweeps the streets causing better clean up

1354-
People of the town in London were hired to be “rakers” and their job was   to rake all rubbish into pile, load in carts and remove it once a week.

1800’s-
The Industrial Revolution begins. This time period creates the development of new machinery. 

1848-

In Britain the Public Health Act begins the process of waste regulation.

Late 1800’s-
Household waste is collected daily and sorted by hand. 
1868-

Laws were developed to provide sanitary waste cleanup.

1898-
Association of Cleansing is established which today is known has Institute of Waste Management.

1907-
An amendment to the Public Health Act of 1875 extends refuse collection to include trade refuse and local authorities to levy charges of waste collection.
1930’s-
Complaints about dumping crude refuse without taking sanitary precautions shouldn’t be allowed.
1936-
The Public Health Act rules that authorities are given the power to prosecute over uncontrolled dumping. This act also prohibits building on contaminated land and provides regulation of landfill sites. 

1956-
The Clean Air Act is passed

1971-
Drums of waste are dumped at an abandoned brick kiln near Nuneaton, leading to a huge public out roar. This produces the Deposit of Poisonous Waste Act of 1972.
1979-
The EPA issued criteria prohibiting open dumping

1974-
Concerns over waste leads to the Control of Pollution Act of 1974. This act is for a wider control of waste disposal and regulation of sites. 

1987-
The University of Arizona starts excavating a landfill to study how much is biodegradable

1990-
140 laws are passed in 38 states for recycling

1996-
The landfill tax is introduced in order to encourage alternatives

Present time-
New steps are being taken to insure that lining is safe and secure to protect leaking and pollution
2004-30 years from now- The bioreactor Landfill will be created. Waste treatment centers to lessen the waste amount.
